If your flares already have the edge trim and pocket hardware installed, skip to Rear Flare
Installation Step 4.

STEP 2 - EDGE TRIM INSTALLATION

A. Peel two to three inches of red vinyl backing away from Edge
Trim (GP1-0025) tape. Applying the adhesive side of the edge trim
to the inner side of the flare, affix the edge trim to the top edge

of the flare (the portion that comes in contact with the vehicle).

B. Press edge trim into place along the top edge of the flare in one-foot
increments, pulling red vinyl backing free as you continue to work your
way around the top edge of the flare. Trim flush with ends of flare.

Pocket

Put a Washer (WA1-0012) on each Bolt (SW1-0067). Put each Bolt/Washer combination through a pocket
hole in the flare, Bolt head and Washer on the
outside.
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Place a Nut (NU1-0019) over the end of each Bolt
and tighten, using a 1/2” wrench for the Nut and the
supplied Torx Bit (SW1-0052) for the Bolt. Repeat for
remaining pockets.

Thoroughly clean the vehicle sheet metal and inner
flange prior to installation.

Wrap a Foam Tab (MT1-0034) around the wheel
well sheet metal, centered over each of the upper
four marks made in Step 5. Place a Mylar Tab (MT1-
0014) at the mark made on the lower front of the
wheel well.

Hold flare to vehicle and mark five flare hole locations
with a grease pencil.

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Edge Trim Tool Procedures:

Using supplied Edge Trim Tool (ET1-0002), seat Using flat end of supplied Edge Trim Tool (ET1-0002),
edge trim against vehicle by hooking curved end seat edge trim against flare by inserting straight end
under edge trim at one end of flare. Next, slide between edge trim and flare at one end. Next, slide
around outer edge of flare to the other end. around entire edge to the other end.
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
